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The Oni Matsuri, held every year on the 10th and 11th of February, is one of Toyohashi's oldest
festivals, dating back over a thousand years. In 1980 the festival was awarded Important
Intangible Cultural Asset status. The main focus of the festival is the encounters between the
Oni (Devil) and Tengu( a long nosed mythical figure, here as a symbol of the good gods). The
encounters take the form of ritualized dances handed down from the Heian period. However the
event is not limited to the Oni and Tengu alone, a whole host of varying demons take the stage
(some played by children); as well as an archery exhibition, and all of the requisite food and
amusement stalls. Events on both the 10th and 11th are held at Akumi Shinmeisha Shrine, near
Toyohashi City Hall. On the 11th (the day not to miss), the festival ends in a free for all candy
fight. If you are worried about your clothes take care to leave quickly before the fight begins.
The candy is pre-packed in powder so everyone in the area of the fight; combatants, children,
cameramen, gaijin, and old ladies included, walks away covered in the stuff.
